DoDEA Schools will provide homeschool DoDEA 

dependents with classes and/or special education 

services, consistent with existing regulations and 

policy. Examples of auxiliary courses and activities 

are: Spanish, P.E., Art, Core Classes, Various Sports, 

and Clubs. 

More information regarding Policy, Eligibility, 

Auxiliary Service, Courses and/or SPED, Graduation 

and Commencement and Miscellaneous can be 

found at 

https://www.dodea.edu/parents/homeschooling.cfm 

Access to the school library is also permitted for 

students who are enrolled on a part-time/auxiliary 

basis. 

Homeschool students may be eligible to take the SAT 

or ACT at Lakenheath High School (LHS). Please do 

not register for tests without prior contact with LHS. 

The ACT has transitioned to a computer-based 

format and special requirements must be met before 

homeschool students are able to sit for the ACT.

Homeschooling can be a logical choice for families 

in the military, providing a stable environment in 

the midst of frequent change. While assigned in 

the United Kingdom, families fall under U.S. 

Federal regulations verses state & homeschoolers 

are not required to register with the base or a 

state. Although it is not required to register with 

the base or state, it is highly recommended to 

follow the guidance of your home-of-record or 

state you are PCSing out of. Also, it is advisable to 

follow an accredited homeschool program to 

ensure transferability and recognition of credits.
